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I recently took my kids to see The Incredibles. We all thoroughly enjoyed the movie
and it inspired a unique conversation on the way home.  Courtney asked the
question, “ If you could be any super hero, which one would you be and why?”   As
I listened to my kids answer, I began to wonder if my youthful obsession with
running around the house with a towel around my neck, pretending to be a super
hero, was somehow connected to a God-given desire within every human being to
transcend the ordinary.  It can be exciting to imagine escaping the mundane and
considering for a moment what life might be like if we were equipped with
supernatural power; power to overcome obstacles and to discover an extra source
of needed energy, far beyond what one more trip to Starbucks can provide. 

I wonder if this dynamic that is at work below the surface is God’s Spirit inviting
us to lean into dependence on His supernatural power?  When life’s struggles come
and we feel like mild mannered, ordinary ‘Clark Kent’ , there is another cry beneath
the surface of our being that whispers, “  I was made for far more than simply living
one day after another - I was designed by God to thrive!”  If only it was as easy as
slipping into a phone booth and exiting moments later transformed and ready to
tackle the greatest challenges that stand in front of us!

My day to day life does not, on the surface, mirror the life of
a super hero.  The closest I come to saying, “up, up and
away”  is when I am climbing into airplanes to travel to
different places where I have been given opportunities to
train others, be stretched, learn and teach what I believe God
would have me communicate.  I interact with church youth
pastors, Young Life staff, full time Christian workers and
anyone else that God places in my path to communicate with
- that is what I do with half of my time.  Then, I land back in
Charlotte, take off the cape and return home as a different

version of ‘Clark Kent’ .  My version looks more like Michael Keaton in his 1980©s
film, “Mr. Mom”.  My Daily Planet is cooking meals, doing laundry, chauffeuring
the kids back and forth to school & sports, helping with homework and then
juggling my administrative responsibilities for Endurance Leadership while the kids
are in school.  I realize that my ‘Clark Kent’  role usually requires more super hero
ability than my time on the road.  There are days when I wish I could just slip into
a telephone booth for instant transformation.  Don’ t we all?

This idea of transformation, becoming who God has created us to be, has been on
my mind often this past year.  As my ministry has grown beyond training and
communicating with youth leaders, to speaking on men’s weekends, church retreats,
communicating to mechanics at Joe Gibbs Racing or whatever opportunity God
provides, I believe that transformation has been the common thread.  When I am
asking a group of youth leaders or mechanics what their common struggles are in
life and how I might be able to help minister to their group - the desire for
transformation usually floats to the surface in their initial response.  Each group’s
obstacles may vary, but the desire remains the same.  What does our transformation
telephone booth look like?  

For me it has been escaping for a run or into a coffee shop with my Bible and
journal.  I realize that I do not have what it takes to live the life God has called me
to live without the empowerment of His Spirit. The question that has been a
tremendous challenge to me has been, “ Is the life that I am challenging others to
live the life that I am actually living?”      (Article continued on reverse side)
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“ Whatever you do, work at it with all your heart, as
working for the Lord, not for men (Col. 3:23).”
